Possible Student Council Sponsored Activities
·        Join the National Promotion Month in April
·        Pick a week during each semester featuring different projects and activities
·        Promote at other school activities (games with info booth, parent meetings, fine art activities) and community activities (blood drives, fairs and festivals, health fairs, etc.)
·        Divide school district into zones and have student body deliver info flyers with website information to get registered.
·        During game halftimes make a brief promotion and ask people who are registered organ  donors to stand and be recognized 
·        Create competition between classes to get new people registered and come up with prize for winning classes
·        Create a “donor tree” display of people in the community who have received a transplant or waiting for a transplant or families who lost a loved one and made the decision to donate.  Create a “newly registered member” display.
·        Have a pep rally focusing on registering to be a donor
·        Assembly with speakers (contact NORS)
·        Ask local recipients, people waiting for transplant, or donor families to share their story
·        Presentations in classes that reach most students (health, PE, science, etc.)
·        Have handout information featuring websites for people to visit for registration at all activities.
·        Let NORS know what’s going on with your school, plans, and results to share with other state student councils
·        Make banners and signs, purchase “hand-out” bracelets, pens, stickers, etc.
·        Get local newspaper involved with story and pictures with administration and school board signing proclamation of activities
The ultimate goal of your promotions and presentations of your student council should be to steer school and community to the website for information and get them registered.  Get creative and have fun!!!
