CONSTITUTION

OF THE

LOUISVILLE HIGH SCHOOL 

STUDENT COUNCIL

ARTICLE I.
Name

Section 1.  The name of this organization shall be Louisville High School Student Council.

ARTICLE II.
 Purpose

Section 1.  The purpose of this organization shall be: a) to present a positive leadership role and promote the general welfare of the school and community; b) to provide a forum for student expressions, opinions and concerns; c) to provide a communication link between the student body and administration; d) to plan activities for the student body, giving them an opportunity to express school spirit.

ARTICLE III.  Powers

Section 1.  All powers of the Student Council are delegated to it by the school administration.  The administration has the right to veto any act of the Student Council or to revoke the power held by it.

Section 2.  The actual powers of the Student Council include: a) promoting the general welfare of the school; b) stimulating interest in school activities; c) coordinating and supervising committees for special services, projects or activities; d) improving relationships between students and faculty/administration; and e) promote and strengthen school spirit.

ARTICLE IV.  Membership

Section 1.  Any student may run for Student Council.

Section 2.  There shall be no grade requirement to participate in Student Council. 

Section 3.  Each class (Freshmen through Senior) will elect two representatives.  

Section 4.  The advisor will elect one representative.  This representative may be selected from any class.

Section 5.  The Student Body will elect three At-Large representatives.  

Section 6.  The class President and Vice-President of the Junior and Senior classes will have membership on the Student Council.  The class Presidents of the Freshmen and Sophomore class will have membership on the Student Council.

ARTICLE V.  Officers and Members

Section 1.  The officers of this organization shall consist of a President, Vice-President, Secretary, and Treasurer.  These positions will be elected into office at the first meeting.  The President and Vice-President must have one year experience on the council.

Section 2.  The duties of the President shall be to preside at all meetings, activities, and functions.  The President must also maintain communication with the Student Council advisor and administration.

Section 3.  The duties of the Vice-President shall be to preside at all meetings, activities, and functions in the absence of the President.

Section 4.  The duties of the Secretary shall be to keep accurate records of all meetings.  He/she must also keep roll at all activities and functions.  He/she will post minutes after each meeting.

Section 5.  The duties of the Treasurer shall be to keep record of the Student Council budget.  He/She shall present a detailed report of transactions per month.  He/She must keep in communication with the Superintendent’s secretary on expenses and revenues concurring during the monthly period.

Section 6.  Members.  The duties of the members of the Student Council shall be to attend every meeting, activity, and function sponsored by the Student Council.  All members of the Student Council shall have the duty to voice the opinions of their constituents, vote wisely on issues, represent their council in a positive way and carry out other duties necessary for the proper functioning of the Student Council.  Each member shall be part of any committees deemed necessary by the Student Council.

Section 7.  Executive Officers.  The executive officers shall consist of the President, Vice-President, Secretary, Treasurer, and Advisor.

Section 8.  Executive Officers meetings.  The officers shall meet once per month at a time designated at the beginning of the school year or when deemed necessary.

Section 9.  Advisor.  The duties of the Advisor shall be primarily that of direction and supervision.  He/She will provide a communication link between the Student Council and administration.  The Advisor shall be informed on all Student Council functions and activities.  The Advisor shall approve all activities before being presented to the administration.  Any activity vetoed by the Advisor can be taken to the administration for approval.

ARTICLE VI.  Eligibility Rules

Section 1.  The Student Council members shall adhere to the same eligibility guidelines as established for extra-curricular activities.

Section 2.  The Student Council members shall attend all meetings, activities and functions.  Failure to attend may result in dismissal from the organization.  Student Council members are allowed one unexcused absence from meetings, activities and functions.  An excused absence is defined as illness, funeral, out of school with parents, other school-related functions, or teacher withheld.  

Section 3.  Moral clause.  In consideration that being a member of the Student Council shows leadership, the Student Council, by majority vote, shall have the right to dismiss any member for moral ineptitude.

Section 4.  Any member receiving disciplinary suspensions or expulsions may be removed from the council by majority vote or by the discretion of the advisor and administration.

Section 5.  Any member who is removed from the Student Council may appeal their dismissal by writing a letter to the Advisor within one week of notification of removal.  The member will then be expected to appear before the members at the next meeting to state reasons why they wish to remain on the council.  A three-fourth vote, in favor, by the Student Council must be received for the member to be reinstated.  Any further absences will result in permanent dismissal.

ARTICLE VII.  Committees

Section 1.  The Student Council when needed shall form committees.   A chairperson will be elected to preside over the committee.

Section 2.  The duties of the committee chairperson shall be to call for committee meetings, present committee reports to the council, and to perform other duties related to the specific committee.

ARTICLE VIII.  Advisor

Section 1.  The principal shall appoint a member of the faculty to serve as a faculty advisor to the Student Council.

ARTICLE IX.  Meetings

Section 1.  There shall be at least one meeting per month during the school year.

Section 2.  The President or Advisor may call for special meetings as deemed necessary.

ARTICLE X.  Quorum

Section 1.  A quorum shall consist of two-thirds of the Student Council.

ARTICLE XI.  Parliamentary Procedure

Section 1.  All members have voting power.

Section 2.  The President shall only vote in case of a tie.

Section 3.  Before action may be taken by the council on suggestions, there must be a vote of simple majority by the members present.

Section 4.  The Parliamentary authority shall be Robert’s Rule of Order.

ARTICLE XII. Amendments and By-Laws

Section 1.  This constitution shall become effective when accepted by two-thirds vote of the Student Council and approval by the school administration.

Section 2.  Amendments to this constitution may be proposed by members at the request of any class of the student body.  Any amendment must be approved by two-thirds vote of the Student Council and approved by the school administration.

Section 3.  Proposed amendments must be read to the Student Council at one regular meeting and voted on by the Student Council at the following regular meeting.

Section 4.  The By-Laws and any amendments to the By-Laws must be approved by the Student Council by majority vote.

BY-LAWS

OF THE

ARTICLE I.  Class Elections

Section 1.  Any student running for Student Council must fill out an application.  In conjunction with the application form is a signature sheet.  The signature sheet must contain ten student signatures from their class and two faculty signatures.  These forms are due to the advisor by the end of the first week in April.  

Section 2.  Elections will take place during the second week in April.

Section 3.  Any student running for the At-Large positions must fill out an application.  In conjunction with the application form is a signature sheet.  The signature sheet must contain ten student signatures from any class and two faculty signatures.  These forms are due to the advisor by the end of the third week in April.  

Section 4.  At-Large candidates will be allowed to campaign during the fourth week in April.  Elections will be held during the first week in May.

Section 5.  Elections will be done by secret ballot.

ARTICLE II.  Campaigning

Section 1.  During the fourth week in April, the students running for the At-Large positions may campaign during the week.  Campaign guidelines are as follows:  a) posters are allowed but must be taken down by the day of elections; b) no campaigning may be done on the day of elections; and c) any unethical behavior will be cause for removing your name on the ballot.

ARTICLE III.  Committees

Section 1.  The following committees will be on-going:  Homecoming committee, Fund-Raising committee, Calendar committee, Activities committee, and Community Service committee.  

Section 2.  A committee may be formed by the desires of the Student Council or advisor.

ARTICLE IV.  Spending Funds

Section 1.  Approval for spending funds must be approved by majority of the Student Council or by the Advisor.

ARTICLE V.  Eligibility

Section 1.  Any student listed on the Activities Ineligibility List will be excluded from participating in any Student Council activity during that time period.
