Constitution/By-Laws  of  the Nebraska Association of Student Councils District 2

Revised April 1997

Article I

Title

The title of this organization shall be Nebraska Association of Student Councils District 2.

Article II

Purpose

The purpose of NASC District 2 is to facilitate effective two-way communication between the students, faculty, administrations, and schools of NASC District 2.  In addition, the NASC District 2 will undertake activities to improve and promote student government in the district.

Article III

Membership

Section 1 – NASC District 2 shall consist of all public, private, and parochial middle and high schools in the area designated District 2 by the Nebraska Association of Student Councils (NASC).

Section 2 – Other schools may attend NASC District 2 functions at the discretion of the District 2 Board.

Article IV

Officer and Responsibilities

Section 1 – The officers of NASC District 2 serve on the District 2 Board.  Their names and duties shall be as follows:

a. President – See that the purpose of the NASC District 2 is carried out; preside over all meetings of the NASC District and the District 2 Board; give report to and serve on the NASC Executive Board, performing all functions deemed necessary by the NASC State President and the constitution/by-laws of NASC; represent NASC District 2 at all NASC functions; ensure at least one NASC District 2 Convention is held each year.

b. Vice-President – Perform the duties of the President in case of absence; assist the President in carrying out his or her duties.

c. Secretary – Record and report the minutes of the District 2 Board meetings; draft reports and document s for NASC District 2 as necessary.

d. Treasurer – Record and report the finances of NASC District 2; prepare and present financial budgets to the NASC Financial Coordinator as necessary.

Section 2 – A district sponsor will advise NASC District 2 and serve to assist it in its purpose.  The duties of the district sponsor will be to see that the purpose of NASC  District 2 is carried out; give reports to and serve on the NASC Executive Board, performing all functions deemed necessary by the NASC State President and the constitution/by-laws of NASC; represent NASC District 2 at all NASC functions; ensure that at least one NASC District 2 Convention is held each year; facilitate the holding of an advisor’s session at said convention.

Article V

Elections

Section 1 – Elections for all positions on the District 2 Board shall be held by written ballot at the district meeting during NASC State Convention.

Section 2 – The term of office for all officers shall be one year, taking effect at the next regular meeting of the NASC Executive Board following election.  The term for the district sponsor will be two years, taking effect at the next regular meeting of the NASC Executive Board following election.

Section 3 – Candidates for office must reside in District 2 and be high school underclassmen.  Candidates for district sponsor must reside in District 2.

Section 4 – Any vacancy in office will be filled at the discretion of the District 2 Board.

Article VI
Amendments

Section 1 – This document shall be reviewed on an annual basis by the District 2 Board; any amendments proposed must be approved by at least two-thirds of the voting delegates at the district meeting during NASC State Convention or at a special meeting of NASC District 2 called for the purpose of constitutional/by-laws amendment.
