D. Reports
1. President: Jordan Blayney: The state charity this year is Make-A-Wish. We have set a goal of $65,000.Jordan has been working on the learn retreat and with Mike Musil to get everything started this year.
2. Vice President: Cassie Irwin has been working on the state service project, Helping Hands Preventing Poverty. People across Nebraska are struggling with things as basic as clothes and warmth. She's working on getting the service project started. 
3. Co-executive Directors: Mike Musil and Kyrie Nehls were at the National Association of State Student Council Directors. They talked about many things that effect directors across the country. Some other states have full time directors instead of part time like Kyrie and Musil. We have about 25% membership schools across Nebraska. Some are much much bigger. We need to work on getting a better percent membership of Nebraska high schools. (Also the NSAA does not recognize us. In order to partner with them, they take control of us.) Kyrie Nehls and Mike Musil will contact the NSAA to see if we can be listed in the registry. They are working on nationals now and helped to put the learn retreat together.
4. Financial Director: Megan Kwasnieski (not present) went over the 2012 profit loss budget. We offer a few scholarships to seniors that are available. North star made over a $13,000 contribution to NASC for state convention. The budget was approved at the last meeting.

E. District Reports
     1. District one hasn't had any district meetings, so they don't have a report for this    
         meeting.

Also, the had a distroperation food drive and participated in
         Opperation Christmas Child by making 104 boxes of items for Christmas that will
         be sent to third-world countries. 
     7. There was no report from District seven.
     8. District eight held their convention at Omaha South in March. They will also have
         a meeting at the end of January. They have been working on walk for wishes.
         They made a Facebook page for the district.
