District 3 Constitution for the Nebraska Association of Student Councils
Article I: Name
The name of this organization will be NASC District 3.
Article II: Purpose
The purpose of the organization will be:

A. To build leadership qualities and to provide opportunities for fellowship and 


self-growth.

B. To encourage the formation and expansion of high school and middle school 


student councils in District 3.

C. To facilitate the exchange of ideas and experiences between the members of 


District 3 and the members of NASC.

D. To provide training and development of leadership skills and abilities for high 


school and middle school District 3 Student Council members.
Article III: Corporate Status and Affiliation

A. District 3 is sanctioned by the Nebraska State Association of Secondary School 

Principals (NSASSP).

B. District 3 is a private, non-profit organization under the laws of the State 


of Nebraska.

C. District 3 has no treasury.
Article IV: Membership

A. Membership in District 3 is open to any public, private, or parochial junior 


high, middle, or high school in the geographic region of District 3. The 


counties included in District 3 are: Adams, Buffalo, Franklin, Garfield, 


Greeley, Hall, Howard, Kearney, Sherman, Valley, Webster, and Wheeler.

B. Any public, private, or parochial junior high, middle, or high school in the 


geographic region of District 3 is eligible to attend District 3 Convention.

C. Students enrolled in grades 9-12 at an NASC member school are qualified to 


serve as one of their school's voting delegates at the State Convention 


voting session.
Article V: Nominations/Elections

A. Applications for the offices of President, Vice President, and Secretary are due 


one week before State Convention.

B. Applicants must give a short speech at the District Meeting at State 



Convention.

C. Applicants when running for office must be in grades 9-11.

D. The two voting delegates from each District 3 school in attendance at State 


Convention will vote for the applicants.

E. The District 3 Advisor will be a volunteer position and will not be 
filled until 


vacant.

F. If more than one applicant for District 3 Advisor, the District 3 schools will 


vote to fill the position.
Article VI: Frequency of Meetings

A. District 3 will hold two regular meetings per year:  at State Convention and at 


District Convention.

B. Additional meetings may be held if necessary.

C. Officer meetings may be held before or after the NASC State Executive Board 


meetings or when deemed necessary.
Article VII: Duties and Responsibilities of Officers and Advisor

Officers will be elected at State Convention each year, starting at State Convention 2012. Officers seeking multiple terms shall re-apply each year. All officers must be on their school’s Student Council the following year after elected.  Terms run from State Convention the first year to State Convention the next year.
A. President
1. Represent the member schools of his/her district on the NASC Board of Directors and 
serve as a voting delegate.
2. Represent the NASC Board of Directors at district events.
3. Provide a written report of district activities at each NASC Board of Directors 

meeting.
4. Serve on committees and perform duties as directed by the State President or the 
NASC Board of Directors.
5. In cases where he/she must be absent from NASC Board of Directors meetings, 
he/she must find a replacement who will attend the meeting and will maintain 
voting rights.
6. Must be able to attend district meetings at State and District Convention.
7. Perform other duties as specified by District 3.
B. Vice President
1. Presides over the district meetings in the absence of the President.
2. Attend the state executive meetings in the absence of the President.
3. Assist the President as needed.
4. Must be able to attend district meetings at State and District Convention.
C. Secretary
1. Keep accurate minutes of all meetings.
2. Keep accurate records of attendance.
3. Read minutes of previous meeting at beginning of each meeting.
4. Must be able to attend district meetings at State and District Convention.
D. Advisor
1. Represent the member schools of District 3 on the NASC Board of Directors.
2. Represent the NASC Board of Directors at district events.
3. Assist with the written report of district activities to be presented at each of NASC 
Board of Directors meeting.
4. Serve on committees and perform duties as directed by the State President or the 
NASC Board of Directors.
5. Perform other duties as specified by District 3.
6. Must be able to attend district meetings at State and District Convention.
Article VIII: Ratification

A. This constitution shall become effective upon its approval by the majority vote 
of the District 3 schools at District Convention 2012.
Article IX: Amendments

A. The constitution may be changed or amended at any time by a majority vote of 
the District 3 schools in attendance during a district meeting.
