DISTRICT VI CONSTITUTION

Article I

Purpose of District VI

Section 1.  The purpose of District VI shall be threefold.

A.  To facilitate the formation, expansion, and improvement of the student councils in the member schools.

B. To increase good will, fraternity, and idea exchange among member schools.

C. To promote Nebraska Association of Student Council (NASC) activities, projects, and charities.

Article II

Membership of District VI

Section 1.  The following dictate the opportunity for membership to District VI.

A.  The geographic boundaries shall be determined by NASC.

B. All public, private, and parochial schools in District VI shall be members of the District VI NASC.

C. Nebraska schools from outside the geographic boundaries of the district may gain membership by petitioning the executive committee of the NASC.

Article III

Offices of the District

Section 1.  The officers of District VI shall be a President, a Vice-President, and a Secretary.

A.  Any student council member of a NASC member school is eligible for an office.

B. The term of office shall be from the conclusion of District VI Spring Convention to the next Spring Convention.

C. It is encouraged that member schools allow district office holders to remain on their councils for the duration of their term.

D. If an officer is no longer a member of their school council, they will relinquish their district duties as an officer.

E. If an officer is no longer a member, the district advisor will realign the current officers to cover the duties of the lost officer.

Section 2.  The President, Vice-President, and Secretary will be elected and installed at the District VI Convention in the spring.

A.  Student council members must nominate themselves by sending an official application form to the designated official by the set deadline.

B. At Spring Convention, candidates shall present a speech for their candidacy and attend a question-and-answer session with their constituents, which shall be followed by balloting.

C. The election shall be by secret ballot among delegates present at the meeting.

D. Each district member school will be given two votes.

E. The candidate with the most votes will be the winner.  In the case of a tie, a revote will be taken between the tying candidates. 

Section 3.  Each officer shall be expected to uphold their office responsibilities.

A.  The duties of the President shall be to:

a. Preside at all meetings of the full district, executive committees, and advisory council meetings.

b. Represent District VI at all public occasions.

c. Represent District VI at the NASC executive meetings.

B. The duties of the Vice-President shall be to:

a. Perform the duties of the President in his/her absence.

b. Perform any duties delegated to them by the President or District Advisor.

C. The duties of the Secretary shall be to:

a. Keep minutes at all meetings of the District.

b. Make provisions for the preservation of all records, either with the President or Vice-President and turn over all records to the succeeding administration or District Advisor.

Article IV

Structure of the Executive Committee

Section 1.  The Executive Committee of District VI shall consist of the officers and the advisor.  It shall carry out the work of the district and shall be the final decision-making body of the District.

Article V

Structure of the District Advisory Committee

Section 1.  The purpose of the District Advisory Committee (DAC) shall be to advise the Executive Committee in its decisions, increase the support between District VI member schools, and to amend the District VI Constitution.

Section 2.  The DAC shall be comprised of representatives from member schools.

A.  The DAC shall consist of two representatives and the President from each member school in District VI.

B. The selection of the two representatives shall be decided by each member school’ student councils.

C. The term of the DAC representative shall be one year.

D. The time and place of each meeting shall be determined by the Executive Committee.

E. The DAC’s function is advisory, not legislative; however, it does legislate when necessary.  The procedures for legislation are:

a. Proposals must be introduced by the Executive Committee or a DAC representative.

b. When a proposal is put before the DAC, the floor is opened to debate until closed by a voice vote.

c. Immediately following the suspension of debate, the legislation will be voted on by a show of hands.  A two-thirds majority is needed for a proposal to pass.  District officers are not voting representatives; unless in the case of a tie, when the Vice-President shall break the tie.

d. For amending purposes, a quorum of two-thirds of the district schools must be represented.  For other proposals, no quorum is needed.

Article VI

District VI Convention

Section 1.  District VI shall hold at least one convention during the spring semester of the school year.

A.  The host school representative will advise the DAC and Executive Committee of the time and place of the Spring Convention.

B. The purpose of the convention will be:

a. Elect district officers.

b. Inform and motivate member school delegates and sponsors to become an active member of the NASC.

c. Increase communication between member schools.

C. Fees collected from delegates to the convention will provide funds for the district’s operation over the course of the year.

a. Profits made by the District Convention shall be shared equally between the host school and the District.

b. Losses netted by the District Convention shall be shared equally between the host school and the District.
